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60-year old Venerable Kwang Sheng is the sixth abbot of a renowned monastery in Singapore, Kong Meng San Phor See Monastery. Although he was only officially appointed the abbot in June 2004, he has helmed the ship of KMSPKS since 1995 as its chief administrator. 
Besides being the 31st President of SBF and the Rector of BCS, he is also the Chairman of the SBFC, the Vice-President of IRO, the President of the Singapore Buddhist Community Foundation, and the Chairman of Maha Bodhi School Management Committee, Manjusri Secondary School Management Committee and the Mee Toh School Management Committee. In 2006 and 2007, he served as SBF’s 30th President, and was its 29th Secretary-general in 2004 and 2005. He had also previously been the adviser of Tai Pei Buddhist Centre and is the current spiritual patron of Kg Senang Charity and Education Foundation.
Ven Kwang Sheng is one of the more illustrious disciples of the highly revered Ven Hong Choon. Ordained a monk in 1980 during his prime, he once gave up his job to backpack all around the world avidly seeking suitable teachers and the Buddhadharma before he embarked on his monastic life.
After his ordination, he travelled to Taiwan, Hong Kong, Myanmar, Thailand and Japan for retreats and personal cultivation. But his longest stay was in Korea, spending a full three years in Song Kwang Sa Monastery practising meditation. Concerned with the shortage of learned Buddhist monastics, he started a Buddhist College of Singapore (BCS) in 2005. Since the inception of BCS, Venerable Kwang Sheng, as the Rector, has worked tirelessly, meticulously overseeing both internal and external affairs as well as showing care and concern to the students.

现年六十岁的释广声法师是本地著名佛教寺院，光明山普觉禅寺的第六任方丈。虽然，释广声法师2004年6月才正式被委任为方丈，但他其实早在1995年便开始担任监院一职，为光明山普觉禅寺的掌舵者。

释广声法师除了担任新加坡佛教总会第三十一届主席与新加坡佛学院院长以外，也担任新加坡佛教施诊所主席；新加坡宗教联谊会副主席；菩提学校`文殊中学与弥陀学校董事会主席。于2006年至2007年，释广声法师也曾担任新加坡佛教总会第三十届主席，并在2004年至2005年，担任新加坡佛教总会第二十九届秘书长。除此之外，释广声法师也曾担任大悲佛教中心与现任轻安村慈善与教育基金会的宗教顾问。
释广声法师是受万人爱戴的宏船老和尚的卓越弟子之一。于1980年，少年时期出家的他，在出家前曾经放下工作，云游四海遍访名师寻求佛法，为日后出家做好准备。

剃度后，释广声法师到过台湾，香港，缅甸，泰国与日本闭关修行，却在韩国逗留最久。他在韩国的松广寺参学了三年之久。 多年以来，法师心忧教内人才奇缺，遂于2005在光明山普觉禅寺筹备创办佛学院事宜。自佛学院创立以来，法师亲自出任院长，内外事务，多所操劳，关爱学生，无微不至
